The Department of Theatre Arts recognizes the importance of physical and mental wellbeing for 
all students, faculty, and staff and its impact on daily life, work, and academic success.  
In the interest of maintaining the highest level of physical and mental wellness in order to meet 
the physical and mental demands of the theatre major, the department has created the 
AAendance and Health Policy below which aligns with Counseling Center and the Office 
Accessibility and Disability Support (ADS) informaJon. The Office of Inclusion and Institutional 
Equity (OIIE) ensures the university’s compliance with the Americans with Disabilities Act 
(ADA) and Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act. 
 
Theatre Department A5endance Policy: 
 

1. Consistent attendance is required in all theatre courses as ‘time on task’ and 
collaboration are critical success factors for the study of theatre.  Each theatre course 
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2. Students who do not pass classes within the theatre major and/or receive incompletes 
will make themselves ineligible for participation in the following semester.   

 
3. Students must attend classes throughout the production period (rehearsals through 

performances and crew assignments.)  More than one absence a week in class will be 
reported to the department for assessment.  Excessive absences can lead to 
replacement in production as well as class failure. 

 
4. Tests, projects, assignments and graded class work must be completed in a timely way 

throughout the production period.  Failure to turn in work will be reported to the 
department for assessment.   

 
Par=cipa=on on Produc=ons: 
 

1. Students participating as actors must memorize their lines by the dates given by the 
director.  Failure to do so may result in lowered grade, and in extreme cases, 
replacement. 

 
2. Students participating as designers, technical crew or stage management must complete 

assigned tasks by deadlines given.  Failure to do so may result in lowered grade and in 
extreme cases, replacement.
